Religious School Calendar 2010 -2011

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Q:   What did the Jewish female warriors Judith and Deborah have in common?   How were 
they different?   Were they spiritual like Moses - or was their leadership based on some other 
aspect of their life and time?  

A:  Deborah is usually described as a prophetess, judge, and poet who lived during the period 
of Judges.  Of course, she was a warrior as well!  The story of Deborah is found in Judges 
Chapters 4-5. After 20 years of oppression, G -d tells Deborah that it is time to deliver the 
Israelites from their subjug ation.  Deborah appoints Barak to lead the army, but he is afraid to 

advance without Deborah.  She unites the Israelites and leads them to victory against the 
Canaanites and their King, Jabin.  She was a deeply spiritual person, with strong faith in   G -d, 
which can be seen in her poetic Song of Deborah.   

Unlike the story of Deborah, the story of Judith is found in the Apocrypha (which is not part of 
the Jewish or Protestant biblical canon). Judith was a daring widow who was upset with the 
Israelites for not trusting G -d to deliver them from their foreign c onquerors. She goes with her 
maid to the camp of the Assyrian general, Holofernes, to whom she slowly ingratiates herself, 
promising him information about the Israelites. Gaining his trust, she is allowed access to his 
tent one night as he lies in a drunke n stupor. In a very unladylike fashion, she decapitates 
him, then takes his head back to the fearful Israelites. The Assyrians, having lost their leader, 
are weakened, and Israel is saved.  

Before deceiving Holofernes, Judith prostrated herself and cried out to God, begging for the 
strength to be like Simeon, who took revenge on Shechem and his people because Shechem 
violated his sister Dinah. Judith asked G -d to hear her prayer and to see the arrogance of the 
Assyrians,  and to give her a strong hand  to strike down the enemy through her deceit. Her 
prayer illustrates a complimentary spiritual side to Judithõs audacity.  In fact, Judith is the 
only biblical woman who asks God to make her a good liar. She petitions God for òdeceitful 
wordsó that will weaken the enemies of the Israelites. Judith is part of a larger group of 
biblical women, including Rebecca, Tamar, Rahab, Shifra and Puah, among others, who use 
deceit in order to usher greater good into our world.
